3. Business Arising From Minutes
3.1 Danny spoke on the benefits and requirements of implementing water ordering for
the scheme. All irrigators would need to agree and to provide forward planning of their
demands. Whilst orders can be placed per phone, it is preferred that users are online.

The meeting felt that the system is currently working well at present with minimal
interruptions to supply and minimal flows out of the scheme.

3.2 Danny advised that he has investigated the apparent release loss between
Cooranga and the dam. Whilst there is still some losses it has not been as great lately.
To ascertain the actual loss into the aquifer or geological recharge etc a series of
recordings over an extended period at a constant release volume would be needed.
This issue however is what can be done about it. A pipeline is perhaps one solution at
a cost. A revised AA model to reflect the loss would adversely impact on scheme
allocations.

The meeting agreed to leave the matter as is given the inability to prevent the loss.
