Sunwater has been testing the prudency and efficiency of our forecasts as part of
ongoing work to develop our final proposal. Through this process Sunwater
identified an opportunity to better align our forecast electricity usage across the
daily cycle.

As a result, we have adopted a lower electricity cost forecast. This adjustment
only affects our larger electricity using schemes such as yours.
